Safety
equipment includes; but not limited to: helmet, knee and elbow pads,
wrist supports (those 14 and under are required to wear wrist

guards), and proper shoes.

Skateboards/Inline skates/ Roller skates must have rubber wheels and be
in good working condition

Please keep the number of skaters on a ramp to a minimum.

Reckless or dangerous skaters will be requested to leave the skating
area and premises immediately.

Skateboards are allowed in designated areas only.

No food or beverages are allowed in the skating area. No glass is
permitted under any circumstances.

All injuries, whether major or minor in nature, are to be reported to
the supervisor immediately.

No alcohol or drugs are permitted in/or on the park property.

PROFANITY AND VULGAR DRESS OR BEHAVIOR WILL NOT BE
TOLERATED.

No trespassing after park hours.

We recommend but do not require wrist guard to skaters 15 and older.
